Wildlife and habitat are  

such an integral part of  this required curriculum that it was a  

seamless match for the Adopt-a-Species Program. Many American  

Indian tribes respect animals and think of them as relatives. They   

recognize the importance of animals and acknowledge their  

individual behavior characteristics. These are often depicted in  

their stories. Animal behavior was observed for such things as 

 predicting weather which assisted with health, safety and  

developing migration routes for traveling tribes. Animals were,  

and continue to be, important to American Indian tribes for food,  

clothing, tools and utensils.
