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GENERAL INFO: This tour begins in Montana City or Clancy andnsrely
on gravel roads. This route travels along the nanith west sides of the
Elkhorn Mountains and offers many opportunitiesriareation. Several
trailheads can be found along the route, but nidittes. A large portion of this
route is designated open during the winter bubtsmaintained.

Additionally, many of tiheads are closed to motorized use from
December 2 to May 15. Eagle Guard Station represarg of the crown jewels of the
Elkhorns and is available as a rental cabin througthe year. Many wildlife species
can be found here and include elk, moose, fox, sho& hare, and deer.

DIRECTIONS: From Hwy. 12, turn south on to Indian Creek Ropt west of the
town of Townsend. Follow signs to Eagle Guard StatPassing the cabin, the road
dead-ends at the undeveloped trailhead for tr@ilg11 2, the Eureka Creek Interpretive
Trail.
